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Food Services

Providing nutritious meals for our guests is an
important and an integral part of our rental
package. Our cooks and kitchen staff take
great pride in the preparation of delicious
“home-style” meals, as well as alternative menu
entrees such as steak, prime rib, barbecued ribs,
etc.

The dining room wil l accommodate 180
people comfortably based on six people per
table. Diners have a panoramic view of the
lake and waterfront.

There are several modern, bright meeting rooms
suitable for a variety of purposes. These venues
range from small lounges for up to 25 people to
the large Recreation Hall which wi l l
accommodate 200 people.

The comfortably appointed accommodations at
Camp Ho Ho Ha are exceptionally clean and well
maintained. We have 24 private rooms and 8
dormitory units. All accommodation facilities are
situated around the central courtyard. Some of
the rooms face the courtyard and the rest look out
towards the lake or the woodlands.

Private Rooms:
– 24 hotel type rooms with a double and

single bed

and/or shower
– All units are wheelchair accessible
– Linen provided

Dormitories:
– Eight bright dormitory units
– Each dormitory will accommodate 16

people
– Each have single beds
– Communal washrooms in each dormitory

with two showers, three toilets and
three sinks

– All units are wheelchair accessible
– Choice of linen or no linen
